Prerequisites  

• Admitted to the major. Internships for credit in the 

major cannot be completed by Journalism Pending 

students 

• Completion of RTV 3301 (Broadcast Track) or JOU 

3101 (Print Track) with a C or better 

• A minimum GPA of 2.5 

• Must be on good academic standing, cannot be on 

academic probation  

Enrollment Steps 

• Complete the Internship for Credit Request Form 
by the due date. Information submitted through 
email before or after the due date will not be con-
sidered 

• Through the Internship for Credit Request Form, 
upload your resume, offer letter, the job descrip-
tion, and a letter from your employer confirming 
they agree to fulfill the responsibilities of an In-
ternship Supervisor. These documents must be 
uploaded in PDF or DOC format, not jpeg. 

• Your submission will be reviewed by Journalism 
faculty. If approved, you will be enrolled in your 
internship and sent a confirmation email to your
